displays in the Commemorative 
Air Force hangar was then 
addressed. The “Hookem’ Cow” 
Liberator was a B-24H which 
served in England during WWII.  
It was named bythe pilot and 
crew chief, who were both from 
South St. Paul.  The name was 
derived from an organization 
founded in 1916 that promoted 
the city’s stockyard and meat 
packing industry.  The CAF 
asked if TCAH could make a 
m o d e l  o f  i t  a n d  w e 
accommodated.  Erik Zabel built 
a great 1/72 scale rendition and it 
was adorned with an accurate 
set of decals produced by Don 
Stauffer.  Although, it was 
previously displayed before for a 
brief period of time,it has now 
been placed in a new and 
improved display to include 
placards and photos in addition 
to the model.  Erik and Don are 
given credit on a small placard 
and their membership to the 
Twin City Aero Historians is 
noted.

display case has been changed 
from U.S. Naval Aviation of the 
Second World War to a 
multinational display of WWII 
warplanes.
